As members drive their vehicles, others will notice the question and direction to 

the web page.  Christ Our King owns this web site which carries a one page declaration of the Gospel.  

The web page includes a link to the LC-MS web site so they can locate a congregation near them and 

obtain information on other questions.  Thus, even a person from California who sees the message 

while in Michigan can receive information about our churches near his home.  A secondary program 

goal is to get many members in each congregation involved in reaching out to others.

These past few months, we have experienced the highest gas prices on record. At some         

locations, the prices were going up almost daily. Interestingly, most people have not changed 

how much they drive or their lifestyles. Because it is important enough to drive we willingly 

spend more money to get us to our destinations. 

Can we learn a stewardship lesson from both our willingness to spend more money and to find 

more money that is available for gas? The message is that when something is important to us 

we will do what is necessary. If we were asked to give more to the Lord through our church, 

would we? Is giving to God out of gratitude for all that He has done and all that He continues  

to do important enough for us? Those who run the gas stations dictate the prices we pay for gas. 

To guide our giving, we have the bible. The Bible says that we are to give proportionately, 

cheerfully, and regularly of the first fruits of our incomes. 

To pay for more gas, many of us have needed to redirect our money from other areas. If we 

were to show God more thanks and love through our giving, we also may need to redirect more 

of our treasures to Him. In the same way we find the money for gas, we can find it to honor  

our Lord. Only with love and committed hearts will we willingly and cheerfully increase out 

giving. 

As stewards, we need to remember the words spoken by Jesus in Matthew 6:19, ñ Do not store 

up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in 

and steal. But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do not destroy, 

and where thieves do not break in and steal.ò If gas was available in Jesus time, He could have 

gone on and said, ñThe gas we buy will burn and disappear.ò Jesus did say in Matthew 6:21, 

ñFor where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.ò If our greatest pleasure comes form 

things in the world, our hearts will be in those things.
