We have not been given freedom to rule our liv
and the world in which we find ourselves apart from the purposes and intentions of God
steward is to be under no illusions about his position. He is steward and not Master. He
sinner and not Savior. He is to be guided and is not the guide. He is the property manag
the property owner. He is the one entrusted, not the one who gives the trust. The purpo
life are revealed to him, he is not the determiner of those purposes. In his true devotion
he will find no sound reason to question this arrangement, but will understand that it is

established in this way by the perfect love and infinite wisdom of God. The Christian Stg
understands and lives out the fact that he is a steward and not the owner.

The First Commandment reminds Christian stewards that we are not to dismiss God in
daily lives. God faces man in the practical decisions of daily life. Men reject God becausg
think they have reasoned their way past Him. What makes it easy for them to dismiss G
the way they live their daily life, where unbelief is the problem, where men act as if God
not exist. The Christian steward | ives
living is to glorify God and be a faithful witness to their neighbor.

The First Commandment is a call to the Christian steward to acknowledge continually that the pne true

bringing his selfishness under the disciplfine ¢
reminder to the Christian steward that he should seek to grow in the knowledge of the God whp is
revealed, with no side journeys to create gods of his own liking. It is an invitation to seek from Jesus
Christ, Goddés Son, the cleansing, restoratfion :
