As a Christian pastor I am often asked the question, ñIf God    

exists and is so powerful, why did He not do anything to save all 

those who died on 9/11?ò This is a hard question? It is a question 

that causes us to think deep about who God is and what God has 

done for us through Jesus.  

Over the last decade I have tried to answer that question by pointing to the fact          

that God did do something to save those people that day, He sent Jesus. Now not    

many people like to hear that answer at first. They are looking for some supernatural  

intervention to take away the pain, suffering and evil we all experienced that day.     

And because it did not happen, sadly  many do not believe that God cares or that God 

exists.  Yet, as Christians we believe that God does care and that God has acted. Not 

just to stop evil on one day, but to stop all evil once and for all. We pray in the Lordôs 

Prayer, ñDeliver us from Evilò. Where the worldôs view is short sighted and temporary, 

Godôs view is permanent and forever. God understood that the evil we needed to be 

saved from was not just the evil we witnessed on 9/11, but that the real evil in the  

world is sin, death, and the power of the devil.  So, in love, God did perform a super-

natural intervention. He sent Jesus as a man.  Jesus 

lived in our evil world. He experienced our pain and 

suffering first hand on the cross as he died and was 

buried.  

This is Godôs way of delivering us from the evil of sin, 

death and the devil. Yet, God also gave us more. In a 

world full of hopelessness God gave us hope in Jesusô resurrection. The empty grave 

points all who believe to the final day when God will forever Deliver us from ALL evil.

He sat across the aisle from me, talking to himself. I casually glanced over at him and thought, 

Oh boy, this will be interesting. And I closed my eyes to settle in. After several minutes, he   

realized he was in the wrong seat. He jumped up and crossed the aisle to join me. I was a bit 

nervous to be honest. We exchanged pleasantries and I closed my eyes again, waiting for the 

plane to take off. He continued to mumble to himself as he looked out his window. Several 

more minutes passed. I tried to fall asleep. And then finally, deep in my heart I felt compelled  

to talk to my seat mate. Tell me about yourself, I reluctantly smiled. 

He told me his name was Henry. Then he started asking 

me just as many questions as I was  asking him. With 

every answer I gave, he would kindly respond, Well that 

sounds good. 

I looked around somewhat apologetically as Henry    

continued to dialogue with me in a very loud tone. It   

was then that I profoundly felt three words rush into     

my mind, This is Me. I stopped. I pondered. I swallowed. 

And I blinked. You, Lord? I hesitantly questioned. This  

is Me, I gently but clearly sensed again. And then, Look at Me. 

I then remembered Jesusô words, ñI tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of 

these brothers of mine, you did for me. Matthew 25:40. My perspective abruptly softened. I 

looked at Henry with inquisitive eyes as he chatted away.  Henry was traveling to attend his 

grandmotherôs funeral. He was about to see his father, whom he hadnôt had contact with in 25 

years. As our conversation unfolded, I learned that Henry had been born with a birth defect 

called Poland Syndrome. He had a small left hand with fingers that didnôt move and permanent 

paralysis in the upper left side of his body. I listened with interest as we talked about his love  

of computers. I was captivated by his knowledge, and continued with a long list of questions.  

All of my previous inhibitions had completely vanished. The last words Henry spoke to me 

were, People never talk to me like you have. I blinked back tears as I helped him read his     

connecting boarding pass. I gently smiled goodbye. But my heart was sad as we got off the 

plane. You see, I knew how close I was to being like everyone else. So very close. And how 

many times in the past I was like everyone else. I minister to people every day, but I was       

resistant to talk to the fragile soul right beside me, begging for attention.  

The world is hurting and in need of Jesus love and hope. We have been given the wonderful 

task of sharing that love with everyone, especially those for whom the world has forgotten or 

set aside. We pray that God would direct our path so that they may intersect with those who 

need to hear from us how much Jesus loves them. Pray, look and ask yourself, ñWho might     

be your Henry today?
